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To All Students:
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On April 1st, the government’ s Expert Panel on the Novel Coronavirus Pandemic
issued a situational analysis and proposal. Based on the government release and the
current societal situation, Nagoya University has swiftly moved to revise its previously
published plans for 2020 Spring Semester classes.
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For the time being, 2020 Spring Semester classes will not be conducted in person.
Instead, classes will be conducted online using Nagoya University Collaboration and
Course Tools (NUCT) and other digital technology.
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*Please note that our previously published guidelines on the website regarding
dividing students, combining distance learning with in—person classes, etc., will not
be implemented.
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However, for laboratory and practical courses, in-person classes will be held. For
these courses, “Measures for Infection Prevention” below will be prioritized, and a
variety of measures will be taken to that effect, including limiting participants to 50

persons.
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(Measures for infection prevention] “*” marks our recommendations for students,
faculty and staff members.
& If you have cold-like symptoms such as a fever, do not come to the university
and rest at home. If you have any of the following symptoms, consult the
“Nagoya University Health Administration Office” .
- If cold-like symptoms and/or a fever above 37.5 degrees continues for 4 or
more days.

- If you feel extremely tired (fatigue) or have difficulty breathing (respiratory
problems).

& Maintain an adequate distance from each other (including when dining in the
cafeteria) .
- Sit in every other seat.
- Wear a mask

<& Eliminate situations where you are spending long hours in a closed room, etc.

- Take a break every 30-40 minutes and ventilate the room every 30-40 minutes.
- *\Wash your hands during breaks.
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At present, our schools and graduate schools are reviewing the measures they plan
to take. As soon as details are finalized, we will inform you online at the homepasges

for each school and graduate school, the Institute of Liberal Arts and Sciences, and
the Doctoral Educational Consortium.
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Circumstances around the novel coronavirus pandemic are rapidly evolving. As a
result, the above policy is subject to change.

Any changes will be disseminated on the Nagoya University website and the
homepages of each school and graduate school, the Institute of Liberal Arts and

Sciences, and the Doctoral Educational Consortium. Thank you for your
understanding.
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Regarding Learning Environment

As a response to the novel coronavirus infectious disease, we are planning to hold
online lectures for many classes.

As for such classes, in principle, students shall take part in online lectures from
home, etc., without coming to the university.

We recommend that you own a laptop or tablet for learning purposes and prepare a
sufficient Internet environment. Please be very careful of your data traffic for
smartphones, etc.

If you cannot acquire an adequate Internet environment, you can come to the
university and use the on-campus wifi and information terminals, such as those in
the Liberal Arts and Sciences Main Building 2nd Floor Sub-Laboratories A and B.
(However, please note that they will not be usable if coming to campus becomes
impossible due to the novel coronavirus or if they are being used by some other class).
